¢ No parking on city streets when plows are operating. Tickets will be issued and cars may be
towed if parked cars interfere with snowplowing or snow removal. We do our best to
place a community announcement on KTTC & send a citizen alert the evening prior to
plowing whenever the weather allows us to know ahead of time. The best practice is
to not park on the City Streets if snow is in the forecast.
