SPRING SEWER LINE CLEANING (JETTING)

The Public works Department will be cleaning sewer lines during the month of April. A
cleaning nozzle is propelled from one manhole to the next using water under high
pressure. The nozzle is then pulled back to the starting manhole. As the nozzle is
pulled back, water scours the inside of the sanitary sewer pipe. Any debris in the pipe
is pulled back with the water. If roots are found, they are cut with a root cutter. This
process is repeated on every sewer line cleaned.

During cleaning of sanitary sewer lines, air occasionally vents into a home through the
sanitary sewer service line and ventilation system. When this happens, water in the
toilet bowl can bubble or surge or, in rare instances, splash out of the bowl. We re-
minlcfi you that the water that could come from this type of incident is from the bowl
itself.

The common causes of air venting into homes during sanitary sewer cleaning are: air
movement from normal cleaning operations, the use of higher pressure needed when
cleaning sanitary sewer lines that have a steep slope, sewer lines running close to the
building, a plugged roof vent, and the size and complexity of the home’s waste and
ventilation system. To minimize the chance of water splashing out of your toilet bowl,
please keep the lid down.

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FLUSHING

Chatfield Fire Department and the Public
Works Department will be doing the annual
flushing of fire hydrants. Minnesota Rural
Water Association and the International
Organization for Standardization (ISO) re
quire hydrants to be flushed annually to
make sure they are working properly and
to flush hydrant leads, mains and dead end
water mains.

While the hydrants are being flushed, you
may notice a brief change in water pres-
sure and it may change the color of your
water in your home. If this happens, let
your water run until it's clear and clean the
screens on your faucets as they may get
plugged with particles from the mains.

The Fire Department will be flushing hy-
drants Monday nights from 6:30 until 8:30
pm, April 2nd, April 16th and May 7th. The
city crew will also be flushing hydrants dur-
ing the daytime hours between April 2nd
and May 7th.

The department uses this process as train-
ing for proper hydrant operation and to
check for any maintenance issues that
need attention.

After each hydrant has been flushed the
marking flags will be removed.
