To properly test your water temperature in your home or business, go to the faucet clos-

SYSTEM est to where the water service comes into the building (usually in the basement). Set an
indoor / outdoor thermometer (not a food thermometer) inside a cup under the faucet and run the water

the cup for 10 minutes check the reading.

1o start running your water with a stream the diameter of a pencil. Generally a stream the diameter of a
LAND FOR SALE 2 pencil is sufficient to avoid freezing but, the farther your water temperature falls below 38 degrees, the

stronger the stream needs to be.

BRUARY 2019 Once the water temperature reaches 38 degrees or below, it is likely that you will need to run that water
until the ground thaws in the spring. If your water temperature reaches 38 degrees or lower and you
need to run water to prevent services and mains from freezing, notify City Hall so water bills can be ad-
