The plan review and inspections are not
designed to be a guarantee of the work,
but are done to provide a reasonable
degree of review and observation so the
project will be successful, safe and long-
lasting.

Submitting Plans

A Building Permit / Application Form
and the Deck Detail form are available
at City Hall, by calling 507-867-3810 or
online at ci.chatfield.mn.us and request-
ing an application.

Remember, the purpose of the plan re-

view is for the inspector to use his or her experi-
ence to inform you of potential problems or
make suggestions, so the more information
shown on the plans, the more likely your pro-
ject will be successful. Plans do not need to be
professionally drawn but should include all of
the information requested. For a complete ap-
plication you will need:

1. A completed Building Permit / Application.

2. A certified survey or site plan drawn to scale in-
dicating the lot dimensions, the location
and size of the existing structure(s) and the
location and size of the proposed structure.
Indicate the setbacks from property lines of
the existing and proposed structure.
