Picking up pet poo may not be high on your “things-I-love-to-do” list, but it’s a basic 
tenant of being a responsible pet owner and a considerate neighbor. 

Another important thing to consider: pet waste is a major source of bacterial con-
tamination in urban watersheds.  In 1991, dog poop (cat poop isn’t so great either) 
was named an environmental pollutant and placed in the same health category as 
petroleum and toxic chemicals by the EPA.  

The longer dog waste stays on the ground, the greater the chance for contamination.  Bacteria, worms 
and other parasites thrive in waste until it’s washed away into the water supply.  Ringworm, roundworm, 
salmonella and giardia can all be found in dog feces and are easily transferable to people through contact.   

What you can do:  Bag it.  Carry disposable bags while walking your dog to pick up and dispose of 
waste.  Put it in a plastic bag and either drop the bag in a trash can or flush the bag’s contents (contents 
only not the bag) down a toilet.  Do Not leave pet waste on the streets, sidewalks or other hard surfaces 
where it can wash into storm drains, ditches or waterways.

The Public works Department will be 
cleaning sewer lines during the 
month of April. A cleaning nozzle is 
propelled from one manhole to the 
next using water under high pressure. 
The nozzle is then pulled back to the 
starting manhole. As the nozzle is 
pulled back, water scours the inside 
of the sanitary sewer pipe. Any debris 
in the pipe is pulled back with the 
water. If roots are found, they are cut 
with a root cutter. This process is re-
peated on every sewer line cleaned.  

During cleaning of sanitary sewer 
lines, air occasionally vents into a 
home through the sanitary sewer 
service line and ventilation sys-
tem. When this happens, water in 
the toilet bowl can bubble or 
surge or, in rare instances, splash 
out of the bowl. We remind you 
that the water that could come 
from this type of incident is from 
the bowl itself.  

The common causes of air venting 
into homes during sanitary sewer 

cleaning are: air movement from normal cleaning operations, the use of higher pres-
sure needed when cleaning sanitary sewer lines that have a steep slope, sewer lines 
running close to the building, a plugged roof vent, and the size and complexity of the 
home’s waste and ventilation system. To minimize the chance of water splashing out 
of your toilet bowl, please keep the lid down.
