Chatfield Fire Department
and the Public Works Depart-
ment will be doing the annual
flushing of fire hydrants. Min-
nesota Rural Water Associa-
tion and the International
Organization for Standardiza-
tion (ISO) require hydrants to
be flushed annually to make
sure they are working proper-
ly and to flush hydrant leads,
mains and dead end water
mains.

While the hydrants are being
flushed, you may notice a
brief change in water pres-
sure and it may change the
color of your water in your
home. If this happens, let
your water run until it's clear
and clean the screens on
your faucets as they may get
plugged with particles from
the mains.

The Fire Department will start
flushing hydrants on their
training nights of May 2nd
and 16th from 6:30 until
8:30 pm.

The department uses this
process as training for proper
hydrant operation and to
check for any maintenance
issues that need attention.
The City Crew will be flushing
a section of town and at the
same time will conduct flow
testing in that area as re-
quired for the ISO Report.
After each hydrant has been
flushed the marking flags will
be removed.
