Thank you— Another important thing to consider: pet waste is a major source of bacterial contamination in urban watersheds. In

City of Chatfield 1991, dog poop (cat poop isn’t so great either) was named an environmental pollutant and placed in the same health
category as petroleum and toxic chemicals by the EPA.

The longer dog waste stays on the ground, the greater the chance for contamination. Bacteria, worms and other parasites thrive in waste until
it's washed away into the water supply. Ringworm, roundworm, salmonella and giardia can all be found in dog feces and are easily transfera-
ble to people through contact.

What you can do: Flush it! The toilet is probably the best way to dispose of pet waste. The water from your toilet is treated at the
wastewater treatment facility where pollutants are removed before it reaches local water bodies. Carry disposable bags while walking your
dog to pick up and dispose of waste. If you dispose of waste in the trash, wrap it carefully to avoid spilling during collection. Do Not leave pet
waste on the streets, sidewalks or other hard surfaces where it can wash into storm drains, ditches or waterways.
