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According to recent studies that
have been made public by Lee
Egerstrom of MINNESOTA 2020,
the act of buying local can make a
tremendous impact on the local
economy.  According to Eger-
strom’s article, for every $1 spent
with a local, independent business,
68 cents stays home and circulat-
ing in the Minnesota economy. For
every $1 spent at a national chain
that does not have headquarters in
the state, 43 cents stays behind to
boost the local economy.

Findings from the report, according
to Egerstrom, found that, if Minne-
sotans spent 25 percent of their
holiday shopping budget on Minne-
sota made products, the impact
would ripple through the economy
like a tidal wave, infusing more
than $2 billion into the state econo-
my. Even a 10 percent increase in
purchases of local products would
stimulate employment and in-
crease purchases from local sup-
pliers.

Similar impacts could be made
right here in Chatfield and the en-
tire southeast Minnesota region.
There are many locally produced
products, ranging from food items
to clothing to durable goods and
there are certainly many local mer-
chants who provide valuable goods
and services that residents need.
