Clean and safe 

sidewalks are extremely im-

portant to children as they 

walk to school, to customers 

going  to restaurants or 

shops downtown, to com-

muters who walk to the bus 

stop and to many other peo-

ple  within the community 

who walk to church or other 

places throughout town.  

 The City Crew makes their 

best effort to keep the 

streets clear for vehicle traf-

fic and conducts a snow re-

moval to make the communi-

ty as safe as possible.  To 

make this effort effective, it 

is important that sidewalks 

be cleared promptly and 

thoroughly, all the way to the 

curb, in the downtown area.  

It is also necessary to do a 

little clean-up after the 

snow removal, too, so 

please help out as needed. 

Whether your sidewalk is in 

the downtown area or the 

residential area, the side-

walk is only safe if it is 

clean.  If you are using a 

snow blower or other equip-

ment, take the effort to re-

move that thin layer of ice 

or snow that is left behind.
