steps to deal with the anticipated drop in funding. Specifically, to balance the City’s budget in anticipation of a $93,000 re-
duction in aid, as proposed by the Governor, the City has reduced the part-time wage budget in the clerks department, the
street department, the park department and the police department. The City hopes to fill in some of those positions with po-
sitions funded through two federal programs, Experience Works and Workforce Development. Without those programs, it is
likely that the brush dump will have limited access and that the finer points of trimming and mowing in some areas won't
done as well as in the past. At the same time, though, the City will not experience a loss of police coverage, even though the
part-time budget has been reduced. That reduction was made possible by the addition of a full-time officer, in December of
last year.
