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Over the years, the annual spring clean-up has become a rite of the seasonal changes
and a welcome one it is. Residents might want to be aware that this service has been
increasing in cost, rising from approximately $6,000 a few years ago to approximately
$11,000 at times. As those costs increase, naturally, thoughts turn to changing how this
service works, or eliminating it altogether. This was one of those years, actually, when
the City Council seriously debated the merits and costs of this service and, in the end,

In order to ensure this service in the future, residents are urged to use this service thoughtfully. The original in-
tent was to provide a way for folks to dispose of large, bulky items, items that don’t fit easily into the yellow
bags. The intent was to eliminate the need for people to set stuff outside and let that stuff sit next to the garage

where weeds might grow and vermin are attracted.

Please use the service but if your items are small, please

place those items out, in yellow bags, on your regular day of pick-up.

This service is funded by a portion of the fee that appears on your monthly utility bill. Enjoy the event!!

Burning is not allowed within the city limits with

the exception of a recreational fire. To be classi-

fied as a recreational fire ALL of the following

criteria MUST be met:

e The fire can be no larger than 3 feet by 3 feet by
3 feet.

e It must be surrounded by a fire ring.

e Only twigs and logs are to be burned.

e Someone must be in attendance at all times.
