
Just as Minnesota’s weather shows its seasonal tendencies as the year progresses, so does 
criminal activity. In fact, as the number of warm nights increases so will the number of thefts 
from vehicles.  This is a seasonal crime that is usually committed by teenage boys in the late 
night or early morning.  It has been found that the victims of this crime almost all have one 

thing in common; unlocked vehicles. 

Thieves look for vehicles that are parked on the street or driveway that are unlocked.  The 
second thing they look for are items left in the vehicle.  This is the most common crime that 
the Police Department handles during the spring and throughout summer.  These thefts are 
not easily solved and the victim incurs the expense of replacing the items.  The sad thing is 
that these thefts are easily preventable.  The good news is that just a few simple steps can 
prevent these losses: 

• Lock your vehicle at all times. 

• Do not leave valuables in the vehicle, especially purses and wallets. 

• Do not use the trunk for safe storage if the vehicle has an interior trunk release button. 

• If you use the trunk as a storage area, avoid transferring items at the location after you park the  
vehicle. 

• Report any suspicious person(s) in or around vehicles in neighborhoods and in parking lots right away.
